Any person who has sexual intercourse with a female, other than his wife, without her consent, whether by coercion or
threat or deception, shall be sentenced to at least 15 years’ imprisonment. Abortion is prohibited by articles 321-325,
including for women who have been raped. Sexual harassment can be punished as the offence of unwanted sexual
contact under articles 305 and 306. Penalties are increased if the perpetrator is an employer or supervisor. Article 340
allows for reduced penalties if a spouse is murdered when caught in the act of adultery.
